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The view of the french historians of algeria in the ottoman era
and the beginning of the occupation
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Abstract

Historians have written that the history of Algeria in the Ottoman era is written
from European sources, and some consider that the history of Algeria from the
beginning of the sixteenth century to the beginning of the nineteenth century must be
studied through what the European travelers and consuls have written on the basis of
archival documents. A land of vacuum was transferred to a new gas and became the
property of the Ottoman Empire for three centuries after a Ottoman-Spanish conflict in
the western basin of the Mediterranean.

In addition to descriptive writings of roads, routes, land and sea trips, descriptions
of cities passed through the book, cities visited, ethics and customs of the population,
general history research, translations and studies on Algerian politics should be added in
the Ottoman period. The desire of the French historians to write about Algeria is
motivated by many reasons: the desire to identify a people who fell into the grip of
European civilization, which carried with it to Algeria the tools of intellectual conquest,
the champion of domination and occupation, and the motive of scientific curiosity and
religion after a conflict between the european powers and the Ottoman Empire.French
historians have linked the roman colonization of Algeria with the french colonization in
order to distort the history of Algeria. Historian Stephane Gzel wrote a treatise: "Algeria
is an arbitrarily cut part of North Africa." The historian William Margais echoed this
thesis, referring to the arab-islamic conquest and the turkish era. in both cases, Mashreq
invaded this part of Maghreb".
