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An analytical study of post traumatic stress disorder in
children exposed to trauma in Iraq

Abstract

The Iragi people have been exposed to wide range of traumatic events for more than
three decades. The effect of these traumatic events has been impacted the Iraqi
Children. In particular of those who was displaced as results of war related trauma in
different parts of Iraqi cities such as Mousal, Tekret, Anbar and Dyala. The study
recruited 30 child (11 males 36.7% and 19 female 63.3%) age range from 8-13 years
M= 10.93, SD=1.57 to conduct the study by personal interviewing. The interviews
have made by the researchers. The study used the Clinician-Administered PTSD Scale
For Dsm-5- Child/Adolescent Version that constructed according to DSM-5 2013.
The scale consists of 30 items represent four symptoms cluster of PTSD. The results
showed that the new scale was valid and reliable to use in Irag, and that almost all
children sample have been exposed to at least one traumatic event. However, the

lowest symptoms of all PTSD cluster has met by the sample. The study recommends
paying more attention by Iraqi instituts to the children for health care
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
