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Abstract
Achieving sustainable development targets youth greatly where it invites them to be involved in
ensuring the 2030 Agenda success. Our contribution came to try to identify the social and
economic situation of young people in achieving the goals of sustainable development while
highlighting the conditions of education in Algeria and its outputs in accordance with what
reinforces the market needs. Another focus of this study is to highlight the most important
obstacles and future challenges facing youth participation in the development process.
To achieve these goals, the study relied on the descriptive analytical approach based on the
National Office of Statistics’ data, the Ministry of Health data and the United Nations reports and
various studies as well.
The study found that although Algeria made efforts in the education sector by implementing
development plans and reforms, there is a gap between education outcomes and the labor market.
In addition to all that, there is a weak contribution of youth in the subject of entrepreneurship
despite of various means provided by the government.
The study also recommends the thinking of incorporating development plans targeting the youth
and focusing on the development of the youth’s knowledge and its capabilities through education,
training and contact with leading international experiences in the field of development and
benefiting from them.
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
